Foreword

Despite the economic difficulties which the country is experiencing, 2009 saw very welcome developments
in the city. The opening of the new Opera Lane development during the year created a whole new retail
precinct in the City Centre. It is a very fine development and positions Cork as a leading retail centre. Taken
together with the official opening of the enlarged Dunne’s Stores on St. Patrick’s Street these developments
have increased the retail accommodation of the City centre by 40% which is a very impressive happening.

Continuing with the enhancement of the public realm, the City Council commenced the renewal of
Cornmarket Street which will be completed in 2010. Work commenced on the refurbishment of Christchurch
and St. Luke’s Church and the Council will see these two fine historic buildings as cultural and community
centres next year.

In 2005 Cork secured the designation European Capital of Culture. In 2009 the city was rewarded with another
accolade, this time from the Lonely Planet publication. It described Cork as “a city on top of its game
—sophisticated, vibrant and diverse”- being one of the top ten cities in the world to visit in 2010. These are
achievements which the city can build on and make Cork a top urban tourism destination.

On the planning front, the Council made its new City Development Plan for 2009-2015 and made significant
progress on its planning for an enhanced public transport system and for the regeneration of the Docklands.
Regeneration of housing estates continued at a steady pace with community facilities being provided in
conjunction with refurbishment.

The month of November brought the worst flooding the city has seen in modern times. As a result of damage
to the waterworks half of the city was without water for several days. The City Council dealt with this
emergency in an exemplary manner with the fulsome support of the emergency services.

I would like to thank all Council employees for the way they have met with the challenge of providing services

to the public with reduced financial and staff resources. The support of the Lord Mayor and councillors
throughout the year was much appreciated.

Blackrock Community Centre

The City Architect’s Department was engaged in
2008 by the Recreation Amenity and Culture
Directorate to design a new Community Centre on
land recently acquired from the Ursuline Convent in
the heart of Blackrock village. The building is sited
within a wider public park development, proposed on
the grounds of the former Convent, overlooking the
village harbour and adjacent to the ‘Pier Head’ Public
House. The building would accommodate a variety
of groups, all in need of new facilities, including
Blackrock Scouts, Meals on wheels, Citizens Advice
and Blackrock Community Association, as well as a
new after-school childcare facility and a coffee dock.

The proposal is tucked into the existing north-facing
gradient, behind a new (reconstructed) stone wall
along Convent Road and maintains a low profile,
under a terraced series of roof-planes within the park
area. It opens up on its western face to the lower park
plaza area and follows the profile of the landscaping
as it rises gently towards the formal facade of the
recently refurbished Convent building above. A
sustainable, low-maintenance design ethos, including
the use of green-roof technology, would help
minimise running costs of the community, together
with the use of good quality and robust materials and
construction.

Funding for both the park development and the new

Community Centre in Blackrock village is currently
on hold.

Annual Report 2009

Glen Regeneration Phase 11

2009 saw the completion of the Glen Regeneration
Phase II, Works to Existing Houses Contract,
designed and managed by the City Architect’s
Department. The value of the project was
approximately €5.3 million.

The contract was effectively a civil works contract
that paves the way for the New Build Works Contract
- the final stage of the current phase of the
regeneration which is due on site in 2010.

The contract involved closing the underpass on Glen
Avenue, re-directing existing services from the New
Build Works site, and the provision of new
boundaries, driveways and upgraded services to forty
one existing houses adjacent to the site.

Splitting Phase II of the Regeneration into three
different stages (demolition, enabling works and new
build) allowed the Department to better contain the
works, reduce the period of disruption to residents,
and reduce potential delays to the New Build Works
Contract due to underground services.

The previous phase of the regeneration had identified
the upgrading of live underground services as
problematic and the main threat to programme and
costs.

The Works to Existing Houses Contract successfully
eliminated this risk, and was completed within
budget.

Susie’s Field

Susie’s Field is a Social and Affordable Housing
Scheme situated to the north of Cork city, in the Glen
area. The development commenced on site in January
2007 and was completed in July 2009.

The scheme is housed on a 3 hectare/7acre site and
comprises of 107 housing units all of varying types
and sizes. Units include 3 and 4 bed semi-detached
houses, 2 bed sheltered houses, two and three bed
apartments, duplex units, as well as a Creche. The
Creche is now up and running and almost all units are
now occupied.

The design is predominately terrace style housing,
which will help reduce heating costs. The terrace
style also kept the construction prices per unit, lower.
Each Unit is fitted with a condensing gas boiler,
which is extremely efficient; again to lower the
amount of fuel consumption. The Development was
designed and commenced on site prior to new Part L.
Guidelines; however, all Units still achieved a BER
rating B1 or B3.
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Where possible, the orientation of the dwellings
optimizes day-lighting and solar gain, which
contributes to the living environment, also many of
the units take advantage of views of the City and of
North Cork.

This new housing development integrates suitably
into the existing natural and built environment and
makes a positive contribution to the overall
environment of the locality. It was a run down area
prior to this development and was prone to anti-social
behaviour. This development will strengthen and
help to reinforce existing local communities.

The overall impact of this scheme in the context of
the surroundings is as follows.

* A new public amenity space created within the site.

* An unsightly area transformed by an attractive new
development.

* A streetscape created along Glen Avenue which
integrates well into the existing urban fabric.

* A positive contribution to the overall area.

New Community Warden Service

2009 was the first full year of operation of Cork City
Council’s Community Warden Service. Five
Community Wardens work across the four RAPID
areas. There are four parts to their role:

(1) Community liaison:
Attending meetings on behalf of Cork City
Council such as:
e Residents Groups
* Environmental Fora
e Community Safety Fora e.g. four Safety Fora
supported
e Community Safety Units
e other relevant groups

(2) Participation in local events

* 25 local clean-ups supported

* 7 Bonfire Night events and Halloween
* 5 Family Fun Days

* Support 3 Youth Cafes

(3) Monitoring/Reporting:

Monitoring and reporting on areas such as:

¢ the public realm

* school and shop vicinities

e community facilities

* housing estates

* parks

* bring sites

* local hotspots for anti-social behaviour such as
illegal dumping and vacant houses

(4) Enforcement:

In conjunction with relevant Directorates, the
Wardens support legal sanctions against persistent
offenders who fail to respond to interventions.
Examples include liaising with relevant departments
regarding litter and dumping, removal of horses,
noise pollution etc
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Other highlights of the year include the Community
Wardens significant contribution during the flooding
crisis where they delivered water, checked on older
residents and supported An Garda Siochdna and
community groups at a local level to respond to any
needs which arose. The Wardens have also been
involved in Rugby Camps and Multi-Use Games area
mornings.

Gurranabraher Hut

In 2009, The Lord Mayor Cllr. Dara Murphy
officially opened the Gurranabraher / Churchfield
Youth and Community Resource Centre “The Hut”.

The Hut is a flagship project for the Community and
Enterprise  Directorate which has been in
development since 2006 when local residents and
groups came together through RAPID to look at the
need to redevelop the old Hut which was a workman’s
Hut used for community activities for many years but
very inadequate and in poor condition.

Architects were engaged and plans were drawn up in
consultation with the community for a completely
new, purpose-built building which would not only
secure and expand local community services but
would be a landmark for the local area and a catalyst
for the rejuvenation of the community.

The stained-glass fronted building comprises three-
floors of dedicated community space and boasts a
magnificent roof garden with panoramic views across
the City. The Hut is home to: -

* A comprehensive youth service operated by
Youth Work Ireland

e The Community Development Project who
run courses, provide support to local groups
and organise a range of social and recreational
activities for the whole community

* A health suite where a Public Health Nurse is
available to local people and regular health
activities such as screenings are held

* The local Community Association, which runs
a range of social and recreational activities,
especially for the elderly.

With a local steering group the Directorate of
Community and Enterprise managed the design and
construction of the building and was responsible for

More recently, a piece of Public Art has been
installed on the roof of the building. The work which
was produced by James Hayes titled “As Time Flies”
is a reflection of the vibrancy and vitality of the
services in the centre and the hope for the future.

Docklands Development

Introduction

The redevelopment of Cork Docklands is a key
project for the city and one of the core elements
contained in the Cork Area Strategic Plan (C.A.S.P.)
and the Cork City Development Plan 2009-2015. The
redevelopment of the area is seen as a key factor in
growth of Metropolitan Cork and the Cork Gateway.

The following key areas formed the main focus of
activity by the Docklands Directorate in 2009:

Procurement of Consultants
for the Design of the Public Realm

Consultants were sought in 2009 for the design of the
public realm or public spaces in Docklands. Thirty
submissions were received in response to a request
for Expressions of Interest from multidisciplinary
consultancy teams, including landscape architects,
architects and urban designers, art consultants, civil
and structural engineers, mechanical and electrical
engineers and quantity surveyors. The services
required will involve the preparation of a world class
design of the full extent of the public realm within the
North and South Docks areas including detailed
designs of streetscapes, pocket parks, neighbourhood
parks and linear parks, plazas, 2.5km of quayside
amenity area, water features and cycleways /
pedestrian routes. The selection process was finalised
before the end of 2009 with consultants to commence
work in early 2010.
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Planning Applications

The first major planning application in the South
Docks area was granted permission in March 2009 at
the former Ford's distribution Centre in Centre Park
Road. The application proposed the development of
an Events Centre, a hotel, part of the proposed
Neighbourhood Centre and a number of mixed
commercial/residential schemes, including two tall
buildings.

A second large application was granted planning
permission in May 2009 for the R&H Hall site on
Kennedy Quay. The application proposed the
development of a mixed use development comprising
mainly residential and office uses. This application is
currently on appeal to An Bord Pleanala.

Extensive pre-planning discussions also took place in
relation to the redevelopment of the Marina
Commercial Park and the Topaz facility site, both of
which are located on Centre Park Road. The
redevelopment of the Topaz site is a priority for Cork
City Council as it would remove the 'Seveso' use
which is currently stymieing redevelopment in the
immediate vicinity.

Flooding Crisis

On the night of 19th /20th November 2009 there was
an unprecedented level of flooding in the western part
of Cork City. Severe damage/disruption was caused
for domestic and commercial premises, educational
facilities, health institutions, roads/bridges and quay
walls. Critical elements of the Lee Road Waterworks
were also flooded resulting in the loss of circa 70% of
the City’s normal water supply/treatment capacity.
There were no fatalities and no-one was injured in the
event.

In responding to the overall crises, Cork City Council
as lead agency with the support of other agencies
undertook a number of actions in response to the
crisis including:

* The Severe Weather Plan and other elements of
the Framework for Emergency Management
were utilised as necessary.

* The waterworks was shut down in sufficient time
to limit damage to electrical equipment and
prevent contaminated water entering the supply
network

* Emergency action was taken to repair breaches
in the quay walls at Grenville Place and
Sunday’s Well Road.

* Traffic access in the affected areas was managed

* People were evacuated and accommodated in
temporary accommodation.

* There were regular meetings of the Crisis Team
and the other principal response agencies from
the 20 November until the 3 December.

* Flood damaged materials were removed from
domestic properties by Cork City Council.

* A Co-Ordination Centre dedicated to the crisis
was set up in City Hall and a free phone
telephone number was established for members
of the public.

e The DoEHLG were briefed on a daily basis and
there were frequent website updates and media
briefings as necessary.

While the flood waters receded relatively quickly the
residual damage to key properties was significant. In
the case of the waterworks the level of impact was
such that production was shutdown at midnight on
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Thursday 19th November. Water supplies were
restored on a phased basis from Thursday 26th
November to Saturday 28th November and supplies
were the subject of a Boil Water Notice until 2nd
December. Water supplies were largely restored to
normal by 3rd December and the City Manager
declared an end to the Civic Emergency on 4th
December.

In dealing with the water element of the crisis the
Draft Drinking Water Incident Response Plan was
utilised. Available reservoir capacity was reserved to
serve areas with key health and other institutions.
Emergency supplies of drinking water and sanitary
water were quickly provided by means of tankers and
standpipes in the affected areas. Arrangements were
made for the provision of emergency deliveries of
bottled and tankered water to elderly/vulnerable
residents and to key institutions. Works were carried
out to the Lee Road water treatment plant and
production restored.

The Council’s reservoirs were replenished and the
water supply network refilled. Supply was restored to
consumers on a phased basis. The scale of the
response was unprecedented and involved a
coordinated effort by Cork City and County Council,
Fire Service, Civil Defence, Army, Navy, Health
Service Executive (HSE) and others.

The scale and nature of the water crises is unique in
Ireland and presented a range of challenges. The City
Council and other agencies worked with the people of
the City to ensure that it continued to function
throughout the crises. Approximately €3.1m was
spent by Council in dealing with the overall event —
circa two thirds of which related to the water element.
The Department of the Environment subsequently
recouped this sum in full to the Council and allocated
a further €100,000 for additional flood defences at
the Lee Rd waterworks.

Glashaboy to Tivoli Watermain

In late 2006 the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local
Government approved plans for the construction of a trunk main from
Glashaboy Water Scheme (Little Island) to Tivoli Industrial Estate for fire
fighting purposes and for augmentation of existing supplies. Construction of
the 600mm diameter main commenced in August 2008 and as part of the main
is located on Irish Rail property construction had to be co-coordinated with the
reconstruction of the Cork- Midleton railway line. The project was completed
in July 2009 at a cost of €2.65m. During the flooding and severe weather crisis
in late 2009 the watermain was utilized to supplement supply to the city.

at St John’s, the College of Commerce & other
education & training facilities.

* Five (5) one-bedroom and five (5) two-bedroom
apartments for adults in accommodation transition
and who contract to attend an accredited
education/training programme. This Cork City
Council facility is managed by the Sofia Housing
Association.

e A Student Service Centre, with Student Welfare
looking after disability services, creche placements,
links to accommodation provision, and so on.

The development of the Douglas Street Education
Services Centre rehabilitates an important inner city
site, which has been derelict for many years. The
facade of the former post office, a listed structure, has
been sensitively incorporated into the new building.
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The Douglas Street Education Services Centre makes
a valuable contribution to the social infrastructure of
the area by opening up and improving access to St
John’s Central College Campus. The Centre is
designed and built to the highest standards.

The provision of accommodation and the availability
of child-care facilities will ensure that on-site
residents and other parents are being given a unique
opportunity to avail of education and training
opportunities.

The provision of these additional facilities ensures an
increased focus on access for all to Continuing
Education Programmes in the city. They provide
flexibility and responsiveness for those wishing to
further their education, update their existing skills or
for those who wish to avail of a “second chance” in
educational terms.

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Cork Foyer Garden Project
- Growing into the Community

The Foyer Garden Project is a fantastic initiative that
has put the Foyer at the heart of the Blackpool
community whilst helping the most vulnerable in
society, including the homeless. The Foyer was
privileged to have the former Lord Mayor ClIr Brian
Birmingham officially open the project on the 14th
May 2009 which includes a large modern glasshouse,
toddler play park, allotment spaces and seasonal cafe
with toilet facilities. It was encouraging to see so
many people share in the Foyer’s celebrations and
witness the unveiling of a plaque in recognition of the
work undertaken by the previous occupants of the
Foyer, the Little Sisters of the Assumption.

During the official opening of the Garden Project it
was announced that the Foyer had been successful in
its application to secure funding to deliver Fetac
accredited and non accredited horticulture
programmes to clients from a variety of homeless
services, including the Foyer. The generous funding
received from Pobal has enabled the Foyer to recruit
a VEC registered Horticulturist to deliver horticulture
programmes over two years with the kind help of one
of the Corrigan’s City Farm volunteers, Denis
Murphy. The Foyer has also facilitated the therapeutic
needs of other vulnerable groups, including the
Brothers of Charity and the Basement Centre in
addition to numerous visits from local schools etc.
The Foyer now has 28 people regularly participating
in its horticulture programme.

Another development of the project was the inclusion
of RTE in selecting the Foyer as an ideal venue to
film Corrigan’s City Farm, fronted by celebrity Chef
Richard Corrigan. The television programme
followed the trials and tribulations of several
volunteers growing their own fruit and vegetable and
keeping small livestock in an urban setting. With a
strong emerging partnership during 2009,
Churchfield Trust Ltd and its service users agreed, on
a pilot basis, to operate the seasonal cafe to the
greater benefit of the community, wider project and
those participating in programmes.
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Several Foyer residents also volunteered to work in
the café, providing them with a realistic experience to
add to their CV’s. It is anticipated that the café will
continue to operate and develop during 2010, and will
be linked with a HACCP Certificate for all those who
give their time voluntarily.

It is now intended to build on the success of
Corrigan’s City Farm by continuing to fully utilise the
land and establish a mini pet farm to complement the
toddler play ground and wider garden project. This
will provide the perfect opportunity for the Foyer to
integrate into the community.

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Information Systems

In 2009 the Information Systems department
organised and hosted a major international ICT
conference, led a major organisational change project
with the introduction of Core Time and completed the
final stage of the network strategy begun two years
previously.

The city council also participated fully in a national
buy out of Microsoft licences which allows the city
council to operate in a fully compliant licensing
context for at least 3 years but at a significantly
discounted cost. The local elections in June
introduced a new city council and the IS department
led the roll out of broadband ‘at home’ for all 31
council members along with the setup, installation of
laptops and mail for each member. The major flood
event of November 2009 saw IS staff step up to the
responsibilities assigned to them in plans in place
from the Major Emergency Response Committee.
The IS department was key in setting up the
command and call centre over the weekend of the
crisis and a member of the IS department managed
the daily operation of the call centre over a period of
10 days. The city council website www.corkcity.ie
proved to be a vital strategic communications tool in
the regular publication of public information, and
over 60 public notification statements were published
during this time. Several IS department staff were on
call 24x7 to support the crisis management team
throughout the two week period.

These projects are in effect ‘highlights’ of 2009 but it
is important they are considered in the context of on-
going day to day IS operations, which daily provides
ICT services to over 870 users across 65 networked
sites across the city council.

The Major Cities of Europe
Conference

Cork City Council hosted a significant international
conference at the Clarion Hotel in June. The
information systems department lobbied successfully
to ensure the annual conference for the Major Cities
of Europe organisation was hosted in Cork. Delegates
from over 15 European countries attended the three
day event and enjoyed a gala dinner at the Cork City
Gaol. The theme of the conference was ‘Innovative
current & future ICT practices across European Local
Governments’ and over 30 ICT experts from
European cities spoke. The conference was opened by
Minister Micheal Martin TD and attracted over 80

delegates.
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Core Time and Pay

One of the most important change projects of 2009
was the implementation of a new centralised time
management system which saw a new time and
attendance module rolled out to over 500 staff across
12 Directorates in City Hall. The Core project team
successfully led a smooth transition from a
traditionally paper based system to a new swipe card
system. The new system allows much improved
controls and management information in relation to
attendance, absences and has facilitated the
introduction of an improved flexitime system for
staff.

Major re-design and re-
organisation of the network

structure and components

2009 saw the completion of the final parts of a 2007
network strategy. A new storage area network was
commissioned and installed on site. A new SQL
cluster for those applications migrated to SQL2005
was created to provide a new ‘failover’ alternative in
the event of a hardware failure. Our Mail / Exchange
server is now replicated every half hour to a remote
location using a new synchronisation application,
Plate spin.

A buy-out of the Microsoft Enterprise Agreement was
negotiated nationally on behalf of the local
government sector by the LGCSB. This buy-out cost
€370,000 for Cork City Council but will ensure the
city council owns sufficient licenses to cover the
existing server and desktop population for many
years. It also covers a degree of ‘future proofing’ as
under the terms of the buy-out, the site is entitled to
upgrade to all current releases of Office, SQL etc.

CORE Time and Attendance

The CORE Time and Attendance system was rolled
out during the year for all City Hall staff. The system
provides for electronic recording of staff attendance
and leave and was fully operational by year end. This
was another part of the CORE HR system being
introduced on a phased basis throughout the Local
Government Sector. The overall system will greatly
improve personnel administration and provide much
needed and valuable data on all aspects of HR
Management.

Staffing Moratorium

2009 saw the introduction of the Government
imposed moratorium on the filling of public service
posts by recruitment, promotion or the payment of
allowances. The moratorium was supported by a
number of initiatives aimed at reducing staff numbers
involving incentivised early retirement and career
break schemes and various similar measures.

As a consequence Cork City Council lost over 170
staff from across the organisation and their departure
was managed by the Department’s Welfare Section.
The Council continues to cope with the impact of
such losses on its ability to deliver services. As many
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of the retirements were towards the end of the year
the full impact of the reductions will only become
apparent in 2010 and beyond.

Danish Trainee Programme

2009 saw the continuation of the Danish Trainee
Programme between Cork City Council and the
Municipalities of Koge/Stevns. Cork City Council is
one of 3 local authorities that participate in this
programme that offers two Danish trainees 3 months
administrative work experience. The trainees were
based in the City Library and Finance Sections for
their tenure with the Council. Each year the trainees’
Danish supervisors visit the City Hall to observe the
trainees in their working environment.

Cork City Council has been participating in this
programme for 13 years with the trainees and the
Council  benefiting enormously from the
arrangement.

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Planning and Development

Planning Policy

Cork City Development Plan: A new Cork City
Development Plan 2009-2015 came into operation in
May 2009, following a period of public consultation
on amendments to the draft plan. The new Plan
covers the 6 year period to 2015 and sets out a vision
and guiding policy for the development of the city in
terms of physical growth and renewal, economic,
social and cultural activity and environmental
protection and enhancement. The Plan was based on
the strategic framework of the CASP update and also
incorporated Housing and Retail Strategies prepared
jointly with Cork County Council.

Local Plans: The Farranferris Local Area Plan was
adopted in July 2009 and a draft Local Area Plan for
the South Parish was sent for public consultation in
November. Work commenced on an Area Action Plan
for Blackpool Village and a Local Area Plan for North
Blackpool.

Heritage: A number of heritage projects were
completed including the publication of ‘Nature in the
City, a guide to Biodiversity in Cork City’, which was
circulated to the public. A guide to Architectural
Conservation Areas for property owners was also
prepared.

Development Management

A significant number of planning applications for
large-scale developments for all sectors of Cork were
received by the Planning Directorate in 2009 with the
potential to radically transform the city for years to
come. In the South Docks, planning permissions were
granted (a) for a 1.5 million sq ft mixed use scheme
on the Old Ford Distribution site, the largest proposal
ever received by the City Council and (b) for a
700,000 sq.ft mixed used scheme on the Origin
Enterprises lands at Kennedy Quay. Discussions were
on-going through 2009 with other key landowners in
the South Docks regarding further significant
redevelopment proposals for which permission will
be sought in 2010.

In the city centre in 2009 key retailing projects
grossing over .5 million sq ft at Patrick Street, Emmet
Place, and Academy Street were completed, greatly
improving the visual appearance of the city centre
and strengthening the regional retail base of Cork. On
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Grand Parade permissions were granted for large-
scale retail/mixed use schemes on the Capitol Cinema
and City Library sites. Planning permissions for
significant office developments at Albert Quay and at
Andersons Quay as well as for a new private hospital
at Lancaster Quay were also granted permission by
the local authority. Proposals for the large-scale
redevelopment of the Brooks Haughton site on South
Terrace were formally lodged for permission at the
end of the year.

On the north-side significant redevelopment
proposals submitted for permission included two
applications for large-scale mixed-use schemes at the
Polefield, Blackpool with permission granted for a
significant apartment scheme on the Good Shepherd
Convent lands at Sunday’s Well. A new MRF facility
was permitted at Churchfield. On the south-side
large-scale office permissions were granted at Mahon
and permissions for significant residential
developments were granted at the Crow’s Nest,
Carrigrohane Road; Springville House, Blackrock
Road; and at Blackrock Harbour. Recent interest in
healthcare was reflected in applications for over 200
bed-spaces in care for the elderly units at Riverside
Farm, Model Farm Road; at Bessboro Convent lands
in Blackrock; and at Beaumont. An application for
permission for a major new District Shopping Centre
at Wilton incorporating new retailing, a hotel and
conference centre, a cinema, medical units, student
housing, and a new civic square and pedestrianised
streets was received by the planning authority at the
end of 2009 and is due for a planning decision in
2010.

Mardyke Walk

Improvement Scheme

The upgrading and refurbishment of Mardyke Walk
to provide a high quality amenity was completed in
2009. The scheme involved the construction of new
footpaths and the provision of a distinctive red stone
finish to the carriageway along the full length of the
Mardyke. This emphasis on a shared surface was
complemented by the lighting design using white
light sources to improve colour rendering of the red
road surface and tree lined setting. Attractive energy
efficient lanterns with very high quality cast iron and
steel columns and brackets manufactured by NERI
were selected especially for the scheme. The lighting
scheme incorporates full monitoring and control to
provide dimming to achieve additional energy saving
using electronic control gear manufactured in Ireland.
The success of the Mardyke Walk now represents one
of the most attractive amenities for walking and
cycling close to the city centre in a setting that also
reflects its unique heritage value in Cork.
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Public Lighting and
Traffic Signal
Account Transfer to
Green Energy

The Traffic Division and the
Energy Office collaborated on the
work associated with putting the
supply of energy out to tender in
2009. Cork City Council was the
first urban authority to introduce
green (100%) renewable energy
supply for both the city’s
unmetered public lighting as well
as for all its traffic signal
installations. The switch from ESB to Energia will
lead to substantial savings for Cork as well as for the
environment, and is consistent with the city’s policy
and drive towards more sustainable and efficient
energy usage. The opportunity to tender for electricity
was facilitated by the fact that the Traffic Division
had already implemented an accurate data base of
street lighting equipment and that systematic
updating of electrical loads is communicated directly
to the Unmetered Accounts Register by Cork City
Council.

The energy transfer with Energia involves provision
of green electricity to power the city’s 14,000 public
lights along with the 250 traffic signal installations.
This is the energy required to power over 1,800
homes per year. The switch from conventional power
generation to green power will result in an annual
reduction of over 5,000 tonnes of carbon dioxide.
Savings directly resulting from the Energia account of
over a €1Million, will amount to €116,000 annually,
including €16,000 savings for traffic signals.

Cork City Council has also led the way in both
trialing and implementing state-of-the-art public
lighting monitoring and control, employing
sophisticated wireless roadside controllers for light
dimming along with automatic lamp monitoring.
Savings of the order of 30% in energy usage and
reduced carbon emissions have been achieved
compared to conventional lantern control for street
lighting.

where we have the fewest properties. Already in 2010 we have succeeded in housing more families than in 2009 and we are
hoping to exceed our target to redress the performance in 2009. A final factor is that Cork City Council is currently working
on a group housing scheme for 12 families in the north west area of the city. These families have committed to this scheme

and when this scheme is completed the 12 families thus housed will reflect on the figures over the 5 years of the

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Corporate Plan 2004-2009

Annual Progress Report 2009

Cork City Council’s Corporate Plan 2004 - 2009 was adopted by the City Council at its
meeting of 22nd November 2004. Following on from the Corporate Plan, each section
develops annual Operational Plans to implement the actions set out in the Corporate Plan.

The following report outlines the progress made by the main service providers during 2009 in

achieving the targets set out in the Plan.

HOUSING AND COMMUNITY

Under the Housing Construction Programme a total
of 1854 units (including House purchases) were
completed by 31st of December 2009, with 218 units
completed and a further 362 units under construction
at the end of 2009.

The voluntary sector provided 73 units in 2009 with a
further 80 units under construction. Targets as set out
under the Affordable Housing Scheme are
progressing well, and in 2009 a total of 172 units
were completed, with a further 261 units under
construction.

In relation to regeneration, work is continuing on
Block D of the Knocknaheeny Regeneration Project
and on the development of the new Town Centre
which is due for completion in July 2010. The first
elements of the community facilities, including the
new Area Housing Office will be operational in early
2010. The Knocknaheeny Masterplan is currently
under review by the NBA and when completed will
allow for the continuation of the overall Regeneration
Scheme.

The Glen Regeneration Project is continuing. The
Enabling Works which comprised of work to existing
gardens and boundaries together with new services
and upgrading of existing services is due for
completion in February 2010.

Major schemes for the refurbishment of the Sunvalley
Drive and Cushing Flat complexes continued in 2009
and plans were brought forward for other remedial
and refurbishment improvements to stock.

The Department of the Environment scheme for grant
aid to Local Authorities in relation to installation of
central heating to housing stock was terminated in
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2009. Under this scheme approximately 200 new
installations were completed in 2009. The progress in
2009 represents a continuation of the level of
installations achieved in previous years and brings the
total number of installations under the DOEHLG
scheme from 2004 to 2009 to approximately 2,350 at
a total cost of €15.5m.

In addition, programmes for the servicing of central
heating boilers and the installation of attic insulation
to houses with inadequate or no insulation also
continued in 2009.

In 2009, a review of homeless services in Cork was
undertaken by Murtagh & Partners and the
recommendations of this review will form the basis of
the work for the Homeless Forum going forward.
The review takes account of the aims and objectives
of the new Government Strategy for Homelessness
which was launched by the Department of the
Environment, Heritage and Local Government in
2008. 2009 also saw the inclusion of Sophia Housing
Association and Focus Ireland in the Homeless
Forum.

In 2009, Pobal funding was accessed on behalf of the
Homeless Forum to provide for a support worker to
meet the needs of non Irish Nationals who are
availing of homeless services.

The Cork Foyer in Blackpool also accessed Pobal
funding and a horticulturist has been employed to
provide a gardening programme for service users. A
children’s play park was opened at the Foyer for use
by the community at large.

2009 saw the opening of a new facility at Douglas
Street which provides accommodation and creche
facilities and is targeted at those who wish to continue
in education. The project has been set up in
conjunction with Cork City VEC.

2009.

RECREATION, AMENITY AND
CULTURE

The Council opened a larger Library in Douglas to
serve the fast growing south eastern suburbs. The
new 1,000 M? Douglas Library is located on the first
floor of the Douglas Village Shopping Centre. The
new facility led to an increase of 21.7% in
membership at Douglas Library. The Council also
agreed that the former ABODE building on the
Skehard Road would be developed as the Blackrock-
Mahon Library to serve the communities in the South
East Ward.

Hollyhill Library reopened in June 2009, following
the closure of the previous premises. The Council
also approved the proposal that the St Mary’s Road
Library should be replaced by a new facility in
Blackpool. The much larger premises in Blackpool
will be better located to serve the main population
centres in the North Central Ward.

Detailed planning progressed on a purpose-designed
Hollyhill Library. The City of Cork VEC has agreed
in principle to allocate space adjacent to the Terence
MacSwiney Community College in Hollyhill /
Knocknaheeny to enable a community library of ca
700 M? to be built.

The service to Housebound Persons completed its
second full year in 2009. The take-up in this very
popular service for older and infirm members of the
community is an indication of the changing
demographic of the city.

The Year of the Constant Reader 2009, a Council
initiative unique to Cork, was a great success with the
people of the city, young and old. This was a year-
long programme to promote reading in all its variety,
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and to say a big thank you to the Library’s ‘constant
readers’, with visits from leading writers, book club
events and book swaps.

The Cork St. Patrick’s Festival 2009 was the third
year the festival was run though the Arts Office of
Cork City Council with an emphasis on free family
entertainment designed to attract people into the City
Centre. The festival was comprised of local artisan
food and crafts markets of exceptionally high
standard, live music and street entertainment
culminating with the St. Patrick’s Day parade itself on
March 17th.

Culture Night took place for the second year in Cork
in 2009. In total 52 venues were involved in Cork
Culture Night 2009. Approximately 18,500
individuals attended on the night with approximately
2,700 individuals using the free Culture buses.

Alternative family-friendly events were organised by
local community groups in conjunction with Cork
City Council on Bonfire Night, Tuesday June 23rd,
20009. In total an estimated number in excess of 7,800
people attended events, up from 6,000 in 2008.
Almost 40 different community groups were involved
in the organisation of events. Culture Night took
place for the second year in Cork in 2009.

Two Family Fun Days took Place in 2009 in the Glen
Amenity Park and Gerry O’Sullivan Park.

The weekly Arts Office e newsletter was circulated to
900 subscribers in 2009. This newsletter provides
information on arts related news and events.

Cork City Fire Brigade responded to in excess of
3,500 callouts in 2009 involving a varied range of
incidents. 9 new recruits successfully completed their
training in 2009. An additional water tender was
acquired and the hydraulic platform is being
overhauled and re-chassised.

In the area of Fire Prevention, all fire safety
certificate  applications were examined and
adjudicated on within the statutory period. The
annual inspection programme of licensed premises
was carried out and planning applications were
examined and advice given as necessary.

Community Fire Safety programmes continued, with
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roinnt tionscadal feabhstichain éagsuil 1 rith 2009.

Cork City Fire Brigade was also involved in a
number of initiatives in conjunction with the Road
Safety Authority and other Principal Response
Agencies. The national Primary Schools Fire Safety
Programme was continued in 2009. 51 schools
participated and home fire safety training was
delivered to 1815 third class pupils.

In addition to providing a range of services, 2009 saw
Cork City Fire Department actively participating in
the continued implementation of The Framework for
Major Emergency management. Cork City Council
participated in and led a number of off-site exercises
in conjunction with other Principal Response
Agencies. Development of a Local Co-Ordination
Centre on the third floor of the Central Fire Station
was advanced. This will be used as an inter-agency
facility by the Local Authority, An Garda Siochana,
and the HSE.

The City Council Sports Capital Grants Scheme
awarded grants to 62 clubs towards the cost of
enhancing sports facilities throughout the city. The
Department continued to support and advise various
sports clubs throughout the year, organized various
Family fun days and Youth at Risk projects. It
continues to ensure that Council leisure facilities are
effectively managed to a high quality, and to work
with and support Corks Sports Partnership in
encouraging greater participation in sports.

The banks of the Lee Walkway section from Thomas
Davis Bridge to the Lee Fields was completed, the
Mardyke Skate Park and Clashduv Park new tennis
and basketball courts opened, and a new roof put on
Douglas Swimming Pool. Work commenced on
development of a new park at Bridevalley Park,
enhancement works at Fairfield, and enhancement of
internal pathways at Mahon Golf Course to allow for
ride-on buggies to cater for less mobile golfers.
Normal maintenance of parks, open spaces and
cemeteries continued throughout the year.

ROADS & TRANSPORTATION

The Roads Directorate continued to advance the
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docklands infrastructure project and completed the
oral hearing for both the compulsory purchase order
and planning approval for the project. The North
Ring Road advanced to route selection and the
commencement of the compulsory purchase of lands.
Enabling works continued on the final two
interchanges on the South Ring Road in anticipation
of funding becoming available in 2010.

The Cornmarket streetscape renewal scheme was
tendered in 2009, while the St Luke’s streetscape
renewal scheme was competed in 2009.

In the area of transport planning the work to develop
a transport model and a public transport feasibility
study was coming to an end in 2009. This study will
be brought to the members of both the City and
County Councils for approval in 2010 following a
process of public consultation.

The Roads Directorate participated in a tender for
alternative suppliers of electricity to the City Council
organised by the Energy Agency Office in 2009. As
a result the cost of electricity for public lighting will
be reduced by €116,000 annually with a €16,000
saving for traffic signals in the city.

Six of the Green Routes identified in the CASP have
been completed, namely:

* Grange/Frankfield to City Centre

* Mayfield to City Centre

* Curraheen to City Centre

* Airport to South Ring Road

* South Ring Road to City Centre

* Knocknaheeny/Gurranabraher to City Centre.

The Green Route programme was reviewed by the
CASP stakeholders in 2009. There is 104km of Green
Route completed to date out of a total of 130km
planned. This incorporates 12km of dedicated bus
lane and 19km of cycle lanes for the entire
programme.

In addition to the Park & Ride at the Blackash a
further facility was commenced with land acquisition
in the west of the city. Operation is anticipated to
commence there by the end of 2010.

In terms of mobility demand management the Traffic
Division continued involvement in the European
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Shabhailteacht ar Bhoithre agus
Priomhghniomhaireachtai Freagartha eile.

ENVIRONMENT

Further progress was made in 2009 in the
implementation of the Water Services Investment
Programme. This included completion of the Tivoli
water scheme which provided a new mains
connection from Glashaboy to Tivoli.

The following capital projects were advanced-Lee
Road plant wupgrade, Inniscarra-Lee Road
interconnector, Rising Mains replacement, docklands
water scheme, conservation scheme and
low/intermediate reservoirs upgrade.

The Council completed a new Assessment of Need
for consideration by the DOEHLG in the context of
the investment programme for the period 2010-2012.
During 2009, the Council also made use of the
Drinking Incident Response Plan which was drafted
earlier in the year. This plan supported the Councils
response to the disruption to water supplies as a result
of the November Flooding. With the assistance of the
Fire service, Civil Defence, Army, Navy, Gardai,
HSE and others the Council provided emergency
supplies of drinking and sanitary water for a period of
almost two weeks.

Progress made in leak detection/ water conservation
was somewhat undermined by the damage arising
from extensive rerouting necessitated by the
November flooding.

Circa 98% of the charges levied for water services
were based on metered use in accordance with the
Government’s Water Pricing Policy. Receipts for non
domestic water supplies declined over the year
largely due to reductions in consumption and prompt
attention to customer leaks.

The Cork Main Drainage Scheme ensures that waste
water from the City is collected and treated in
accordance with the requirements of the Urban Waste
Water Directive. In excess of 100,000 cubic metres of
waste water are now treated on a daily basis prior to
final discharge in the upper harbour. It is expected
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that most of the financial and contractual
arrangements in relation to the scheme will be
completed in 2010.

During the year a discharge licence was issued for
Carrigrennan Waste Water Treatment Plant by the
EPA under the provisions of the Waste Water
Discharge (Authorisation) Regulation. The plant
continues to perform satisfactorily in treating waste
water from the City and surrounding areas.

In 2009 the City Council also assisted the Office of
Public Works in relation to the flood relief study
which is being undertaken for the Cork area. By year
end the final report from the OPW was largely
complete and scheduled for publication in early 2010.
The publication of the report is timely in view of the
significant flooding which occurred in the City in
November.

The Councils refuse service was availed of by over
29,000 domestic and commercial customers. The
scale of the Councils refuse operation has reduced in
recent years. This is related to ongoing market
fragmentation associated with the increase in the
number and scale of private operators. The Councils
service has been the subject of ongoing change in line
with these developments and the requirements of the
local Waste Management Plan and evolving
legislation.

In addition to kerbside collection the Council also
provides a range of further services including bottle
banks and civic amenity sites, hazardous waste
collections, support for community clean ups,
waivers for people in need, timber recycling services,
composting facilities, free take back of electrical
goods, landfill facilities, education/ awareness
initiatives etc. Approx 7,000 tonnes of dry recyclable
material were recovered during 2009 and a further
11,500 tonnes of material was diverted from landfill
through the Councils bring bank network, Civic
Amenity Site and timber /green waste recovery
facilities.

Landfilling ceased at the Kinsale Road and
arrangements made for final capping and future
management of the site. It is expected that the final
capping contract will be tendered and commenced in
2010. Arrangements have been made for disposal of
City waste at Youghal landfill in the first instance and

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thereafter at the new regional landfill at Bottlehill.

During 2009 the Council continued its
implementation of the Litter Management Plan. Key
initiatives progressed during the year include the
extension of the bulky goods collection service and
increased enforcement activity. The Council
continues to encourage local community action in the
fight against litter through the Community Grants
Scheme. Enforcement activity has been augmented
through the introduction of CCTV cameras in areas
which have been subjected to flytipping.

The Lifetime Lab staff continued to attract high
numbers of visitors (circa 16,000 per annum) for its
various programmes. The Energy Agency provided
valuable assistance in relation to the Councils energy
requirements and the development of the Councils
Climate Change Strategy.

PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT

The new Cork City Development Plan 2009 — 2015
was completed and adopted by the City Council in
April 2009. It incorporates the CASP update strategy
for the Greater Cork Area and joint Cork City and
County Retail and Housing Strategies. Variation No
1 of the Plan was adopted later in 2009 to incorporate
the Farranferris Local Area Plan.

The Farranferris Local Area Plan was adopted in July
2009 and a draft Action Plan for the South Parish was
prepared and circulated for public consultation. Work
commenced on an Action Plan for Blackpool Village
and a Local Area Plan for North Blackpool. A
Development Brief was prepared for the South Docks
District Centre. Input was also made into the
preparation of the Regional Planning Guidelines.

Other achievements during the year included:

* 10 Heritage Plan Actions were completed, so that
overall, 31 out of a total of 47 Heritage Plan Actions
have been completed to date.

* Cork Heritage Open Day was held on Saturday
29th August, 2009. Over 5,000 people visited 34
buildings which were open to the public.

* Conservation grants of €134,000 were paid out in
respect of 26 structures.
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* The Cork Economic Monitor was produced in the
Spring and the Autumn.

* An archaeological lecture series was held in the
City Library and was very well attended.

* A Medieval celebration was held in Bishop Lucy
Park during Heritage Week to celebrate Walled
Towns Day.

The Planning and Development Directorate made
decisions on 585 planning applications during 2009
of which 86% were decisions to grant permission, and
have been pro-active in meeting prospective
applicants for pre-planning consultations. The
significant recently permitted retail developments in
the city centre at Patrick Street, Academy Street, Half
Moon Street and Cornmarket Street incorporating
some 1/2 million square feet of new retail floorspace
were all completed by 2009 and have contributed
greatly in revitalising the central area as well as
strengthening the role of Cork City as a regional
shopping destination.

Significant applications considered during 2009
include major office developments at Albert Quay,
Private Hospitals at both Lancaster Quay and Mahon,
mixed use developments at Andersons Quay, Mahon
and Blackpool. An application for a major re-
development of the Wilton Shopping Centre was also
received and is under consideration as are proposals
for the vacant Brooks Haughton site at South
Terrace/Copley Street.

The Development Contribution Scheme, adopted in
January 2004, yielded €4m in 2009. These
contributions are applied to service current and future
development in Cork City and are ring-fenced for
capital works.

Increased activity in the Planning Enforcement
section has resulted in compliance being achieved
through negotiation in many cases, or via successful
prosecutions for failure to comply with planning
legislation. As a result there is a greater awareness of
the necessity to comply with the planning code.

CONCLUSION

The redevelopment of Cork Docklands is a key project for the city and one of the core elements contained in
the Cork Area Strategic Plan (C.A.S.P.) and the Cork City Development Plan 2009-2015. The redevelopment
of the area is seen as a key factor in the growth of Metropolitan Cork and the Cork Gateway. The first major
planning application in the South Docks area was granted permission in March 2009 at the former Ford’s
distribution Centre in Centre Park Road. The application proposed the development of an Events centre, a
hotel, part of the proposed Neighbourhood Centre and a number of mixed commercial/residential schemes. A
second large application was granted permission in May 2009 for the R & H Hall site on Kennedy Quay.
Consultants were sought in 2009 for the design of the public realm/public spaces in Docklands.

Cork City Council was shortlisted for 2 Zurich LAMA Awards 2009, “Best use of External Communications”
for its webpages www.corkcity.ie/news and “Best Eco-Friendly Building”. The Zurich awards were created
to honour exemplary projects within the community. They seek to generate recognition of the efforts,
accomplishments and positive contributions of the individuals, companies and local government authorities
who make these happen. At the awards ceremony held on January 24th, 2009 Cork City Council won the
“Best Eco Friendly Building” category in respect of the newly built extension to the City Hall.

In 2009, Cork City Council was allocated funding of €425,548 under the National Disability Strategy 2009.
This funding allowed the Council to continue with various projects to assist persons with disabilities. The
housebound library service continues to be extremely popular and now serves all areas of the city 5 days a
week. The city library also targeted two particular projects with the funding they received under the strategy,
namely “Children and Teenagers who are visually impaired” and “Children and Young People with Autism
and special learning difficulties. The funding also facilitated the continuation of disability awareness training
and improved accessibility to City Council buildings and the external environment- dishing of footpaths,
tactile paving and countdown-timer pedestrian crossings. Accessibility audits continued on our websites, and
BrowseAloud is now available on all City Council websites.
