The role of the Council in promoting economic 
development was further enhanced in 2014 with the 
Cork Local Enterprise Office (LEO) coming under the 
remit of Cork City Council.  LEO’s will be the front line 
in delivering business growth and jobs, providing direct 
support, with the aim to overcome many of the typical 
barriers to success that are faced by small businesses 
such as management skills, access to finance and 
marketing.  

I also welcome the establishment of the Cork City Local 
Community Development Committee this year and I 
look forward to working with them in the development 
of the Local Economic and Community Plan which will 
inform and guide economic and community activity in 
the city for the next six years.

In conclusion, I would like to thank the Lord Mayor 
and the elected members of Cork City Council for their 
support during the year.  I also wish to thank staff for their 
support and hard work, dedication and commitment to 
maintaining and providing quality services. I am sure 
that such hard work and commitment will continue to 
reap rewards for the city in 2015.

Chief Executive’s Foreword

The City Council faces many challenges.  Several years 
of austerity and challenges in the national finances have 
impacted on the City Council.  Many of our income 
sources continue to be under pressure, while demand 
for many of our services has increased.  However the 
long spoken of “Green Shoots of recovery” seem finally 
to be taking hold.

Work has commenced on the new office block at 1 
Albert Quay.  This 9 storey, €50m development will 
have capacity for 2,000 workers.  This project is one of 
the single largest private sector investments in the city 
over the past number of years, and indeed will be one 
of the largest office developments in the city centre in 
decades.

The development of this office block is a massive boost 
for the city and the regeneration of the docklands, and 
provides a clear sign that the city is an attractive place 
to do business.  This development will help revitalise 
the city and provide a much needed economic boost 
from the creation of approximately 300 jobs during 
the construction phase.  Tyco, the multinational fire 
protection and security company announced that they 
will create 500 jobs at a new services centre and have 
confirmed 1 Albert Quay as their base for this centre.  
The decision by Tyco to locate in the city centre is a 
strong statement of faith in the future of our wonderful 
city.

In late December, a decision was made on the long 
awaited events centre for the city.  The centre will be 
located at the former Beamish and Crawford site on 
South Main Street.  The 6,000 capacity venue will 
host a range of events including musicals, concerts, 
conventions/conferences, exhibitions, shows etc.  The 
development of the events centre will provide the local 
economy with a much needed boost, and will reap 
major economic benefits for the region, especially in 
the tourism and hospitality sectors, and of course act as 
a catalyst in the wider city’s economic development.

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The Glen Regeneration Phase 2
Phase 2 of the regeneration of the Glen in Cork City 
was completed in June 2014.

The scheme was built on the site of seven flat blocks 
dating from the early 1970’s that had fallen victim to 
anti-social behaviour.

The flat blocks were demolished to make way for a 
new scheme consisting of 58 new dwellings and a 
purpose-built community services centre housing the 
Youthreach, Foroige, Neighbourhood Youth Project and 
ABLES adult literacy groups.

The strategy consisted of using back-to-back housing to 
create a residential street along Glen Avenue, and two 
new enclosed courtyards formed around the existing 
houses in Arderin way and Comeragh Park where there 
had previously been poorly defined open space. 
The existing houses were given new driveways and 
boundary walls to tie in with the new housing.

The community services building is embedded into 
the scheme to take advantage of passive supervision 
from the surrounding houses, but opens up on the west 
elevation, creating a third, smaller courtyard in tandem 
with the church.

The dwellings for the most part are 3 bedroom, 5 person 
houses, with a mix of smaller units including duplex 
units.

Kilmore Road 
This scheme comprises of the construction of twenty 
three infill units and a small amount of refurbishment to 
two existing units. The houses are a mix of private and 
social three storey and two storey units and arranged 
along two tree lined streets. The proposal follows from 
the National Building Agency (NBA) Masterplan concept 
and from urban design principles of scale and massing 
of streets, whereby three storey dwellings front onto 
the main residential distributary routes – in this case 
Kilmore Road Lower and the two storey dwellings front 
onto a residential street, in this case Killiney Heights. 

The site measures 73m x 70m, approximately, (1.31 
acres) and has a fall of over six metres running north 
to south. Steeping down to sit firmly into the existing 
topography of the area, the lower units face south with 
a spectacular aspect across the city. This project is the 
first phase of regeneration works done as part of the City 
Northwest Regeneration Scheme and was designed and 
project managed by the City Architect’s Department. 
Construction of this 4 million euro project is currently 
on site. Works began in June of 2014 and are due to be 
completed in October of 2015.  

National Monument 
– Repair and Restoration 
Background on the National Monument   DJ 
Coakley(Memorial to Men of 1798, 1803, 1848, 
1867) 
The National Monument, designed by architect D.J. 
Coakley, stands at the south end of Cork City’s Grand 
Parade. Its foundation stone was laid as part of the 
centenary celebrations of the 1798 rebellion, on the spot 
previously occupied by a statue of George II, though 
the Monument was not completed until 1906. As well 
as being one of the city’s best known landmarks, it is of

Tá an Séadchomhartha Náisiúnta, a dhear an t-ailtire 
D.J. Coakley, ar an taobh theas de Shráid an Chapaill 
Bhuí i gCathair Chorcaí.  Leagadh síos an bhunchloch 
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great historical and emotional significance nationwide.  
It commemorates the rebellions of 1798, 1803, 1848 
and 1867 and stands as a lasting memorial to the 
memory of the patriots whose names are incised into 
six stone panels around its perimeter. 

Neo-Gothic in style, the 48ft high, canopied monument 
is mostly composed of Cork limestone and features a 
number of mini-columns cut from Connemara marble 
(green) and Middleton red marble. The exclusive use of 
‘native’ stones in its construction was almost certainly 
intentional, given the nationalist sentiment behind its 
erection. The Monument is enhanced by five statues, 
hewn from Kilkenny limestone. Enclosed within the 
principal arches is a larger than life-size Mother Erin, 
while at each of the four corners, on a high pedestal, 
stands a figure representing the movement for national 
independence: Wolfe Tone, Peter O’Neill Crowley, 
Michael Dwyer, and Thomas Davis.

Cleaning & Restoration Works

cost of €68,000. The work 
was carried out by stone 
conservator Eoghan Dalton 
under the supervision of Neil 
Purkiss, Architects Department 
and Niamh Twomey Heritage 
Officer Cork City Council.

The Cork City and County Archives preserves one of 
Cork’s largest and most important cultural heritage 
assets. It is a powerful finding aid for those undertaking 
historical and genealogical research, and a valuable 
addition to the Council’s online services. 

The Catalogue contains detailed information on the 
contents, structure and background of the records 
and documents held, with extensive information and 
indexes of persons, families, places, institutions, events, 
time periods, and subjects. The culmination of 10 years 
of work by archivists and support staff, it is a major step 
forward in making Cork’s archives publicly accessible, 
as required by the Local Government Act of 2001.

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Homeless Service

In 2014, five new units of permanent independent 
accommodation which were funded under the Capital 
Assistance Scheme were completed and eight units of 
accommodation were funded under Capital Advance 
Leasing Facility (CALF).  These units provided good 
quality, long term accommodation for people in 
homeless service. These units, in turn created vacancies 
for others to move from emergency into transitional 
accommodation where they can be given the skills 
to enable them to move on to long term independent 
living. Under the call for proposals in 2014, the Good 
Shepherd Services were approved for funding to upgrade 
and refurbish Edel House and Cork Simon Community 
were approved funding for the provision of a further 12 
units of  accommodation.

Under the devolved funding protocol for the allocation 
of Section 10 funding for homelessness, a budget 
of €4,272,197.00 was allocated for the South West 
Region with €3,480,298.00 for Cork City Council. Each 
Local Authority in the Region provided from their own 
resources a minimum of 10% of the overall allocation 
towards homeless services.

Housing Construction 

In 2014, Cork City Council received a Capital 
Allocation of €1.793m for Housing Construction, from 
the Department of the Environment, Community and 
Local Government. This allocation is facilitating the 
completion of 3 No. infill Schemes providing 6 units of 
accommodation as well as funding the final accounts 
on schemes that were completed in The Meadows 
Knocknacullen, Tannery Gardens, Lovers Walk and 
Susie’s Field, Glentrasna, The Glen. A further allocation 
at the end of 2014 was made of €1.537m to fund the 
acquisition of 8 unsold affordable units into social 
housing stock.

In 2013 the DECLG sought details of housing projects 
which could be progressed under an Infrastructure 
Stimulus Package targeting social housing constructions 
that would yield positive outcomes in terms of 
addressing housing need and in generating economic 
activity and supporting jobs in construction.  In March 
2014 approval in principle was received for two 
construction projects at Gerald Griffin Street and John 
Philpott Curran Street which are to be progressed over 
2014/2015 period.

Regeneration - City Northwest Quarter

The Northwest Regeneration includes a suite of 
projects to provide high quality housing and improved 
tenure mix, high quality built environment, improved 
social infrastructure and improvement in the economic 
circumstances of the area and its residents.  The first 
phase of housing construction is underway and several 
social, economical and environmental projects were 
undertaken and/or grant aided.

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Fabric Upgrade to Improve Energy 
Efficiency 

In 2014 the City Council received €2.4m in funding 
from the Department of the Environment, Community 
and Local Government for the retrofitting of energy 
efficiency measures to 1209 dwellings. These measures 
include attic insulation, pumped cavity wall insulation 
and the draught proofing of windows. The project will 
continue into 2015 when it is planned to insulate a 
further 6,200 properties thus bringing this element of 
the fabric upgrade project to an end. 

Under the SEAI Warmer Homes Scheme and Better 
Energy Communities Scheme 36 apartments received 
deep energy retrofit measures at a total cost of €640K.  
The project was jointly funded by the City Council, SEAI 
and Bord Gais Energy.  Should opportunities present for 
similar collaborative opportunities in 2015, they will 
be availed of.

Bringing Vacant Properties Back Into Use

In 2015 the Council brought 261 vacant properties 
back into productive use at a cost of €6m of which 
€2.6m was recouped from the DECLG.  Should funding 
be made available from the department in 2015 it is 
planned to bring a similar number of properties back 
into productive use.

In 2014, fuair an Chomhairle Cathrach cistiú €2.4m ón 
Roinn Comhshaoil, Oidhreachta agus Rialtais Áitiúil 
chun bearta éifeachtúlachta fuinnimh a iarfheistiú in 
1209 n-áit chónaithe. Áirítear leis na bearta sin insliú 
áiléir, insliú cuasbhalla pumpáilte agus fuinneoga na 
bhfoirgneamh a dhéanamh díonmhar ar shéideáin. 
Beifear ag leanúint ar aghaidh leis an tionscadal in 
2015, tráth a bhfuil sé beartaithe insliú a dhéanamh ar 
6,200 áit chónaithe eile, lena gcuirfear deireadh leis an 
ngné seo den tionscadal uasghrádaithe creatlaí. 

Faoin Scéim um Thithe níos Teo de chuid SEAI agus 
faoin Scéim um Phobail Fuinnimh Níos Fearr, rinneadh 
iarfheistiú cuimsitheach i leith bearta fuinnimh ar 36 
árasán ar chostas iomlán €640K.  Rinne an Chomhairle 
Cathrach, SEAI agus Bord Gáis Energy comhchistiú ar an 
tionscadal.  Tapófar deiseanna le haghaidh comhoibriú 
den sórt sin arís eile in 2015 ach fáil a bheith orthu.

Ag Cur Áitribh Fholmha in Úsáid Arís

In 2015, chuir an Chomhairle 261 áitreabh a bhíodh 
folamh ar ais in úsáid arís ar chostas €6m, agus fuair 
sí €2.6m den tsuim sin ar ais ón RCPRÁ.  Má bhíonn 
cistiú ar fáil arís ón Roinn in 2015, tá sé beartaithe an 
líon céanna áitreabh a chur ar ais in úsáid.
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Excellence in IT systems
Cork City Council’s ICT & BS Department was awarded 
the “Excellence in IT systems by a Local Authority” 
from the Public Sector Magazine. This reflected 
the development of our 22 websites, public facing 
services and new services such as our online public 
representation system. 

Mobile Device Review
During the first quarter of 2014 the BPI Unit undertook 
a review of “Mobile Devices” in Cork City Council.  
This review covered not only mobile phones but also 
tablets, USB dongles and Wireless enabled devices 
such as data loggers and remote monitoring stations.  
The review encompassed the use of these devices, the 
associated costs, the governance structures in place and 
the existing policies and procedures.  Following this 
review a new “Mobile Device Policy” document was 
drawn up which addressed some weaknesses identified 
during the review.

Virtual Infrastructure Upgrade
The ICT and Business Services Infrastructure Team 
supports over 40 locations and over 800 desktops using 
a variety of technologies such as wireless and fibre. The 
storage and server assets were end of life and would, 
if retained without upgrading, present a security and 
integrity risk to the organisation’s data and operations. 
Taking account of the OGCIO’s cloud catalogue initiative 
which is scheduled to include an IaaS (Infrastructure as 
a Service) element the infrastructure team developed 
a strategy to deliver a solution to the organisation to 
mitigate the identified risks while minimising the costs 
incurred.

This involved upgrading the existing virtual infrastructure 
including servers and hypervisor, converting additional 
physical servers to virtual, installing supplementary 
low-cost storage and developing a new back-up and 
recovery strategy including disk to disk. This enabled 
the ICT and BS department retain its existing SAN 
(storage area network) for an additional period until the 
cloud catalogue is established.

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Cork City Council wins National Irish 
Safety Award

The National Irish Safety Organisation Awards (NISO) 
took place in Mullingar on Friday 3rd October 2014 and 
was officially opened by President Michael D. Higgins. 
This was Cork City Council’s second entry into the 
NISO Awards and the Council secured a major award 
on the night, denoted as overall Local Authority Award. 
The award was presented by Mairead McGuinness, 
MEP to Cork City Council’s Health and Safety Officer, 
Paula Kennedy.

Following on from the increased commitment to safety 
by management and employees, the Local Authority 
Award is testament of the investment and resources 
that Cork City Council continually commit to the safety 
and health of employees. The Award recognises the 
Council’s safety management system combined with 
strong management leadership and the goal to achieve 
continuous improvement. Compiling a submission 
to the awards places the Council’s Health and 
Safety Management System under the scrutiny of an 
independent body and in turn Cork City Council gained 
an external review of the efforts invested into improving 
the Health and Safety culture and performance. 

This improvement is a shared improvement between 
management and employees, both indoor and outdoor 
employees and Cork City Council would like to 
take this opportunity to acknowledge the personal 
commitment being made by employees in our journey 
towards continually improving the standard of health 
and safety.

The All Ireland Safety Awards are jointly organised by 
the National Irish Safety Organisation (NISO) and the 
Northern Ireland Safety Group (NISG) resulting in an 
average entry level of 1500 submissions by organisations 
in Ireland, Northern Ireland and the UK, across sectors 
such as energy, construction, manufacturing and 
transport.

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City Centre Developments
The Cork City Centre Strategy was finalised in 2014 
following its preparation by Colliers International on 
behalf of Cork City Council. It aims to revitalise the City 
Centre as the ‘healthy heart’ of the region. 

A fund of €250,000 was specifically allocated in the 
Revenue Budget to implement the recommendations 
of the City Centre Strategy. This supplements funding 
which is already in place under other programmes e.g, 
the Economic Development Fund.

The following initiatives commenced in 2014:

• Architectural Conservation Area Grant Scheme:   
 €45,000 was allocated for upgrading buildings in   
 selected Architectural Conservation Areas in 
 the City Centre.
• Painting Grant Scheme: Nearly 50 buildings were 
 painted along the historic spine from Barrack Street  
 to Blackpool and a number of other city centre   
 streets.
• Area based funding from the City Centre Fund:   
 Oliver Plunkett Street Quarter was targeted under 
 a pilot area based scheme via a range of measures 
 including building repair and painting grants 
 and support for the Traders Group to examine   
 branding and marketing of the area. 
• South Mall revitalisation – a study commenced to   
 examine how older properties on the street can be  
 upgraded and used for a variety of purposes.
• Public Area Enhancement Scheme – a number   
 of projects were carried out under this Government  
 funded scheme including Cork Corners (painting 
 of focal buildings), Tourism ‘postcards’ in vacant 
 shop windows,  small public realm upgrades, and   
 an art project on the ‘Singer’ building on 
 Washington Street. 
• Derelict Sites – an updated survey of city centre   
 derelict sites was undertaken.
• National Monument Grand Parade was refurbished.
• ‘Tech Hubs’ – a project to develop co-working 
 office space for new and expanding companies 
 in Parnell Place and Oliver Plunkett Street 
 was commenced. 
• Synthetic biology laboratory Grattan Street – Cork 
 City Council provided a building and part funding  
 towards setting up this facility which is a joint 
 project between UCC and Tyndall National   
 Institute.
• Trustee Savings Bank – was acquired as a strategic  
 acquisition and proposals for its use are being   
 considered.

Transport & Mobility Division  

City Centre Movement Strategy 
City Centre Movement strategy was adopted in 2012 
and it is to be implemented in a number of phases 
over the coming years. The plan will balance the needs 
of all transport modes in the city centre and result in 
improved reliability on public transport journey times. 
The works will provide an enhanced environment for 
pedestrians and cyclists. Works were carried out on 
the traffic signals and ducting in Washington Street, 
Western Road and Pope’s Quay in advance of the 
implementation of the strategy. 

Consultants were appointed in July 2014 for the detailed 
design of Phase 1 and 2 of the strategy. Phase 1 covers 
St Patrick’s street and the surrounding side streets and 
Phase 2 covers the Grenville Place /Grattan street area.  
Both phases will be advanced through part 8 in 2015.

Development of Regional Transport Model 
The objective of the Regional Transport Model is to 
extend coverage of the CASP transport model to include 
all of Cork City, Cork County and Kerry.

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Development of the model continued throughout 2014 
and is due for completion mid 2015.  Tasks undertaken 
in 2014 included the completion of the Zone system 
development and Road network development and 
Data collation phases, and work commenced on the 
trip end modelling, Public transpor5 modelling and the 
Base year matrix model.

The new regional model will be consistent in approach 
methodology and software platforms as the other 
regional models being developed. The completed model 
will result in the obtaining of up-to-date state-of-the-art 
transportation assessment tool for the south West Region 
which will have superior public transport, demand 
modelling and highway assessment capabilities.

Behavioural Change Project – Schools and Workplace 
Travel Plans
This project seeks to bring about, over time, a modal 
shift to more sustainable travel (walking, cycling, car 
sharing and public transport) on the journey to school 
and to the workplace. 

Scope: Engaging with schools and workplaces to raise 
awareness of and promote sustainable travel modes.
Purpose: Encourage modal shift to more sustainable 
travel modes in line with Smarter Travel policies.
Expected Benefits: Reduction of traffic congestion 
at schools and workplaces, reduction of emissions, 
increase in active travel, healthier workforce and 
students.

In schools a number of measures were undertaken in the 
first half of the year, including education and awareness 
programmes, advice and assistance on school travel 
plans, promotion of cycle to school, bike maintenance 
classes, cycle training, bike parking, promotion of 
walking, Park and Stride, public transport and car 
pooling among students and staff - our engagement 
with St Patricks Schools complex is a good example. 

Small infrastructural improvements complement the 
educational programmes - some highlights include:

Non Principal Private Residence Charge (NPPR)
The Local Government (Charges) Act 2009 introduced 
a €200 annual charge which applied to Non-Principal 
Private Residences.  The €200 charge is payable to 
the local authority in whose area the Non-Principal 
Private Residence is located. The charge is based on 
self disclosure and owners are obliged to register 
the property and pay the charge. The legislation also 
provides for the imposition of late payment penalties 
which accumulate monthly once a charge is overdue.  
The amount collected in 2014 in respect of the NPPR 
Charge was €2.06m. This was made up of penalties and 
charges for 2013 and prior years.

The NPPR charge was effective for the years 2009 to 
2013. Part 12 of the Local Government Reform Act 
2014 provided for the repeal of the legislation governing 
the Non Principal Private Residence (NPPR) charge 
following the introduction of the Local Property Tax 
and deals with the collection of undischarged liabilities 
relating to the NPPR charge.

Financial Management
